Whether following the green or orange pathway, when you receive SEPA approval of your proposals, the details provided by you will form an approved Restoration Management Plan in terms of your permit and you are free to undertake your activity in accordance with the terms of your declaration and all relevant permit conditions.  SEPA or partner agencies may audit you for compliance purposes.
The information you supply in this form may be shared with Scottish Landfill Tax officers appointed by Revenue Scotland. However you will still need to notify Revenue Scotland directly if you are a registered Scottish Landfill Tax taxpayer and intend to apply restoration material tax free.
Any personal data that you have been asked to provide on this form and as part of this notification process will be held and processed in accordance with SEPA’s Privacy Policy, available on SEPA’s website.
